The First Reading: 1 Kings 19:15-16,19-21 

The Lord said to Elijah, "Go, return on your way to the wilderness of Damascus; when 
you arrive, you shall anoint Hazael as king over Aram. Also you shall anoint Jehu son of 
Nimshi as king over Israel; and you shall anoint Elisha son of Shaphat of Abel-meholah 
as prophet in your place." 

So he set out from there, and found Elisha son of Shaphat, who was plowing. There were 
twelve yoke of oxen ahead of him, and he was with the twelfth. Elijah passed by him and 
threw his mantle over him. He left the oxen, ran after Elijah, and said, "Let me kiss my 
father and my mother, and then I will follow you." Then Elijah said to him, "Go back 
again; for what have I done to you?" He returned from following him, took the yoke of 
oxen, and slaughtered them; using the equipment from the oxen, he boiled their flesh, 
and gave it to the people, and they ate. Then he set out and followed Elijah, and became 
his servant.

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The Second Reading: 2 Kings 2:1-2, 6-14 

When the LORD was about to take Elijah up to heaven by a whirlwind, Elijah and 
Elisha were on their way from Gilgal. Elijah said to Elisha, "Stay here; for 
the LORD has sent me as far as Bethel." But Elisha said, "As the LORD lives, and as 
you yourself live, I will not leave you." So they went down to Bethel. 
 
Then Elijah said to him, "Stay here; for the LORD has sent me to the Jordan." But he 
said, "As the LORD lives, and as you yourself live, I will not leave you." So the two of 
them went on. Fifty men of the company of prophets also went, and stood at some 
distance from them, as they both were standing by the Jordan. Then Elijah took his 
mantle and rolled it up, and struck the water; the water was parted to the one side 
and to the other, until the two of them crossed on dry ground. 
 
When they had crossed, Elijah said to Elisha, "Tell me what I may do for you, before 
I am taken from you." Elisha said, "Please let me inherit a double share of your 
spirit." He responded, "You have asked a hard thing; yet, if you see me as I am being 
taken from you, it will be granted you; if not, it will not." As they continued walking 
and talking, a chariot of fire and horses of fire separated the two of them, and Elijah 
ascended in a whirlwind into heaven.

We give thanks to you, O God, for the goodness and love which you have made known to 
us in creation; in the calling of Israel to be your people; in your Word spoken through 
the prophets; and above all in the Word made flesh, Jesus, your Son. For in these last 
days you sent him to be incarnate from the Virgin Mary, to be the Savior and Redeemer 
of the world. In him, you have delivered us from evil, and made us worthy to stand 
before you. In him, you have brought us out of error into truth, out of sin into 
righteousness, out of death into life. 
 
On the night before he died for us, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had 
given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, "Take, eat: This is 
my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me." 

After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, 
and said, "Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for 
you and for many for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the
