The Lessons 
 
First Reading: Genesis 21:8-21 
 
The child grew, and was weaned; and Abraham made a great feast on the day that 
Isaac was weaned. But Sarah saw the son of Hagar the Egyptian, whom she had 
borne to Abraham, playing with her son Isaac. So she said to Abraham, “Cast out 
this slave woman with her son; for the son of this slave woman shall not inherit 
along with my son Isaac.” The matter was very distressing to Abraham on account 
of his son. But God said to Abraham, “Do not be distressed because of the boy and 
because of your slave woman; whatever Sarah says to you, do as she tells you, for it 
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is through Isaac that offspring shall be named for you. As for the son of the slave 
woman, I will make a nation of him also, because he is your offspring.” So Abraham 
rose early in the morning, and took bread and a skin of water, and gave it to Hagar, 
putting it on her shoulder, along with the child, and sent her away. And she 
departed, and wandered about in the wilderness of Beer-sheba. 
 
When the water in the skin was gone, she cast the child under one of the bushes. 
Then she went and sat down opposite him a good way off, about the distance of a 
bowshot; for she said, “Do not let me look on the death of the child.” And as she sat 
opposite him, she lifted up her voice and wept. And God heard the voice of the boy; 
and the angel of God called to Hagar from heaven, and said to her, “What troubles 
you, Hagar? Do not be afraid; for God has heard the voice of the boy where he is. 
Come, lift up the boy and hold him fast with your hand, for I will make a great 
nation of him.” Then God opened her eyes and she saw a well of water. She went, 
and filled the skin with water, and gave the boy a drink.

The Second Reading: Romans 6:1b-11 

Should we continue in sin in order that grace may abound? By no means! How can 
we who died to sin go on living in it? Do you not know that all of us who have been 
baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? Therefore we have been 
buried with him by baptism into death, so that, just as Christ was raised from the 
dead by the glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness of life. 
 
For if we have been united with him in a death like his, we will certainly be united 
with him in a resurrection like his. We know that our old self was crucified with him 
so that the body of sin might be destroyed, and we might no longer be enslaved to 
sin. For whoever has died is freed from sin. But if we have died with Christ, we 
believe that we will also live with him. We know that Christ, being raised from the 
dead, will never die again; death no longer has dominion over him. The death he 
died, he died to sin, once for all; but the life he lives, he lives to God. So you also 
must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus.

Adults and Older Children The candidates who are able to answer for themselves 
are presented individually by their Sponsors, as follows 
 
Sponsor        I present N. to receive the Sacrament of Baptism. 
 
The Celebrant asks each candidate when presented 
                Do you desire to be baptized? 
Candidate     I do. 
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Infants and Younger Children 
Then the candidates who are unable to answer for themselves are presented  
individually by their Parents and Godparents, as follows 
 
Parents and Godparents 
I present N. to receive the Sacrament of Baptism.  
 
When all have been presented the Celebrant asks the parents and godparents 
Will you be responsible for seeing that the child you present is brought up in the 
Christian faith and life? 
Parents and Godparents 
I will, with God's help. 
 
Celebrant 
Will you by your prayers and witness help this child to grow into the full stature of 
Christ? 
 
Parents and Godparents 
I will, with God's help. 
 
Then the Celebrant asks the following questions of the candidates who can speak for 
themselves, and of the parents and godparents who speak on behalf of the infants and 
younger children. 
 
Question      Do you renounce Satan and all the spiritual forces of wickedness that  
  rebel against God? 
Answer        I renounce them. 
Question      Do you renounce the evil powers of this world which corrupt and destroy  
  the creatures of God? 
Answer         I renounce them. 
Question      Do you renounce all sinful desires that draw you from the love of God? 
Answer         I renounce them. 
Question      Do you turn to Jesus Christ and accept him as your Savior? 
Answer         I do. 
Question      Do you put your whole trust in his grace and love? 
Answer         I do. 
Question      Do you promise to follow and obey him as your Lord? 
Answer        I do. 
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After all have been presented, the Celebrant addresses the congregation, saying 
Will you who witness these vows do all in your power to support these 
persons in their life in Christ? 
People      We will. 
 
The Celebrant then says these or similar words  
Let us join with those who are committing themselves to Christ and renew our own 
baptismal covenant.

Leader      Send them into the world in witness to your love. 
People     Lord, hear our prayer. 
 
Leader      Bring them to the fullness of your peace and glory.

Grant, O Lord, that all who are baptized into the death of Jesus Christ your Son may live 
in the power of his resurrection and look for him to come again in glory; who lives and 
reigns now and forever.

The Officiant blesses the water, first saying 
 
                  The Lord be with you. 
People          And also with you. 
Officiant     Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
People         It is right to give him thanks and praise. 
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Officiant 
We thank you, Almighty God, for the gift of water. Over it the Holy Spirit moved in the 
beginning of creation. Through it you led the children of Israel out of their bondage 
in Egypt into the land of promise. In it your Son Jesus received the baptism of John and 
was anointed by the Holy Spirit as the Messiah, the Christ, to lead us, through his death 
and resurrection, from the bondage of sin into everlasting life. 
 
We thank you, Father, for the water of Baptism. In it we are buried with Christ in his 
death. By it we share in his resurrection. Through it we are reborn by the Holy Spirit. 
Therefore in joyful obedience to your Son, we bring into his fellowship those who come 
to him in faith, baptizing them in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy 
Spirit. 
 
At the following words, the Celebrants touches the water 
Now sanctify this water, we pray you, by the power of your Holy Spirit, that those who 
here are cleansed from sin and born again may continue for ever in the risen life of Jesus 
Christ our Savior. 
 
To him, to you, and to the Holy Spirit, be all honor and glory, now and for ever. Amen. 

 
The Baptism 
 
Each candidate is presented by name to the Officiant, or to an assisting priest or 
deacon, who then immerses, or pours water upon, the candidate, saying 
 
N., I baptize you in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.  
Amen. 
 
 When this action has been completed for all candidates, the Bishop or Priest, at a place 
in full sight of the congregation, prays over them, saying 
 
Let us pray. 
Heavenly Father, we thank you that by water and the Holy Spirit you have bestowed 
upon this your child the forgiveness of sin, and have raised her  to the new life of 
grace. Sustain her, O Lord, in your Holy Spirit. Give her an inquiring and discerning 
heart, the courage to will and to persevere, a spirit to know and to love you, and the gift 
of joy and wonder in all your works.  Amen. 
 
Then the Bishop or Priest places a hand on the person's head, marking on the forehead 
the sign of the cross [using Chrism if desired] and saying to each one  
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N., you are sealed by the Holy Spirit in Baptism and marked as Christ's own for ever.  
Amen. 
 
Or this action may be done immediately after the administration of the water and 
before the preceding prayer. 
 
When all have been baptized, the Officiant says 
Let us welcome the newly baptized. 
 
Officiant and People 
We receive you into the household of God. Confess the faith of Christ 
crucified, proclaim his resurrection, and share with us in his eternal 
priesthood. 
 
The Peace 
 
All stand. The Celebrant says to the people 
 
The peace of the Lord be always with you. 
People  And also with you. 
 
Then the Ministers and People may greet one another in the name of the Lord.
